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THE GENERAL CLAUSES ACT, 1897

TAct No. X OF 1897
[11th March, 1897]
An Act to consolidate and extend the General Clauses Acts, 1868 and 1887.

WHEREAS it is expedient to consolidate and extend the General Clauses Acts, 1868 (I of 1868)
and 1887 (I of 1887); It is hereby enacted as follows:—

PRELIMINARY

1. Shot title.—(1) This Act may be called the General Clauses Act, 1897 (I of 1897); 2"

GENERAL DEFINITIONS

3. Definitions.—In this Act, and in all 3[Central Acts] and Regulations made after the
commencement of this Act, unless there is anything repugnant in the subject or context,—

(1) “Abet”.— "abet”, with its grammatical variations and cognate expressions, shall have the same
meaning as in the Pakistan Penal Code (Act XLV of 1860):

This Act has been declared to be in force in Baluchistan by the British Baluchistan Laws Regulation, 1913 (2 of 1913).

It has been applied to Phulera in the Excluded Area of Upper Tanawal to the extent the Act is applicable in the N.W.F.P., subject to certain modifications; and also extended to the
Excluded Area of Upper Tanawal (N.W.F.P.) other than Phulera with effect fromsuch date and subject to such modifications as may be notified,— see N.W.F.P. (Upper Tanawal) (Exclu-
ded Area) Laws Regulation, 1950. .

It has also been extended to the Leased Areas of Baluchistan, see the Leased Areas (Laws) Order, 1950 (G.G.O.3 of 1950); and applied in the Federated Areas of Baluchistan, see Gazette
of India, 1937, Pt. I, p. 1499.

The Act has been extended to the whole of Pakistan and shall be deemed to have been so extended on the 14th day of October, 1955, see the Central Laws (Statute Reform) Ordinance,
1960 (21 0f 1960), s.

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23. Provisions applicable to making of rules or bye-laws after previous publication. Where,

by any [ Central Act] or Regulation, a power to make rules or bye-laws is expressed to be given

(4) the authority having power to make the rules or bye-laws, and, where the rules or bye-laws
are to be made with the sanction, approval or concurrence of another authority, that authority also,
shall consider any objection or suggestion which may be received by the authority having power to
make the rules or bye-laws from any person with respect to the draft before the date so specified;

(5) the publication in the 4[ official Gazette] of a rule or bye-law purporting to have been made in
exercise of a power to make rules or bye-laws after previous publication shall be conclusive proof
that the rule or bye-law has been duly made.

24. Continuation, of orders, etc., issued under enactments repealed and re-enacted. Where
any I Central Act] or Regulation is, after the commencement of this Act, repealed and re-enacted
with or without modification, then, unless it is otherwise expressly provided, any °[ appointment,
notification ], order, scheme, rule, form or bye-law °[ made or] issued under the repealed Act or
Regulation, shall, so far as it is not inconsistent with the provisions re-enacted, continue in force, and
be deemed to have been *[made or] issued under the provisions so re-enacted, unless and until it is
superseded by any 5[appointment, notification], order, scheme, rule, form or bye-law >[made or]

7[24A. Exercise of power under enactments.—(1) Where, by or under any enactment, a power to make
any order or give any direction is conferred on any authority, office or person such power shall be exercised
reasonably, fairly, justly and for the advancement of the purposes of the enactment.

(2) The authority, office or person making any order or issuing any direction under the powers conferred by
or under any enactment shall so far as necessary or appropriate, give reasons for making the order or as the
case may be for issuing the direction and shall provide a copy of the order or, as the case may be, the direction
to the person affected prejudicially.]

MISCELLANEOUS

25. Recovery of fine. Sections 63 to 70 of the Pakistan Penal Code (Act XLV of 1860) and the

4provisions of the Code of Criminal Procedure for the time being in force in relation to the issue and the
execution of warrants for the levy of fines Shall apply to all fines imposed under any Act, Regulation, rule or
bye-law unless the Act, Regulation, rule or bye-law contains an express provision to the contrary.

26. Provision as to offences punishable under two or more enactments. Where an act or omission
constitutes an offence under two or more enactments, then the offender shall be liable to be prosecuted and
punished under either or any of those enactments, but shall not be liable to be punished twice for the same
offence.

327. Meaning of service by post. Where any 2[ Central Act] or Regulation made after the commencement
of this Act authorizes or requires any document to be served by post, whether the expression “serve” or either
of the expressions “give” or “send” or any other expression is used, then, unless a different intention appears,
the service shall be deemed to be effected by properly addressing, pre-paying and posting by registered post, a
letter containing the document, and, unless the contrary is proved, to have been effected at the time at which the
letter would be delivered in the ordinary course of post.

628. Citation of enactments.—(1) In any [ Central Act] or Regulation, and in any rule, bye-law,
instrument or document, made under, or with reference to, any such Act or Regulation, any enactment may be
cited by reference to the title or short title (if any) conferred thereon or by reference to the number and year
thereof, and any provision in an enactment may be cited by reference to the section or sub-section of the
enactment in which the provision is contained.

(2) In this Act and in any 2[Central Act] or Regulation made after the commencement of this Act, a
description or citation of a portion of another enactment shall, unless a different intention appears, be construed
as including the word, section or other part mentioned or referred to as forming the beginning and as forming the
end of the portion comprised in the description or citation.
